Outreach Seminars 

In December, 2013, Dr. Daniel Weng was invited by the President of the Pan-
American Kuo-shu Federation, Wing-kay Li , to Brazil for teaching activities.  Dr. 
Weng stayed for 12 days; teaching professional athletes of MMA, Sanshou, Kungfu, 
and Jujitsu in Sao Paulo and Rio de Janeiro.  
 
About 80 participants from different parts of Brazil attended Dr.Weng’s seminars and 
training classes.  Some participants were members of the Brazilian Shuaijiao national 
team who will be competing in the 2014 Europe-Rome World Shuai-Jiao Tournament 
in Rome, Italy, this coming May 16th-18th.   
 
Dr.Weng also introduced Cardio Tai-chi to some collegiate Tai-chi instructors. As the 
result of this effort, one of the biggest universities in Sao Paulo, Universidade Pau-
lista, are considering Cardio Tai-chi as a possible course to list in their master’s de-
gree program of Physical Therapy.  Later in 2014, Dr.Weng will go back to Brazil to 
certify the instructors of Cardio Tai-chi for universities and Tai-chi schools as well as 
promote future Shuaijiao black belts.
